The government on Monday
asked seafood exporters to
“bravely face” the current
challenge of high US tariffs
and explore alternative mar-
kets like Europe, Japan,
South Korea, Russia and Aus-
tralia to ship shrimps and
other fish varieties.

In 2024-25, India exported
3,42,534 tonnes of marine
products, worth $2.68 bil-
lion, to the US, where the
seafood segment tops the
agri export chart worth $6.25
billion.

The US has implemented
25 per cent tariffs on most
Indian goods from August 7
and has threatened to fur-
ther increase it to 50 per cent
from August 27, which is
seen as an attempt to bargain
in the bilateral talks for a
trade agreement.

Addressing the media
after meeting seafood ex-
porters, Union Fisheries, An-
imal Husbandry and Dairy-
ing Minister Rajiv Ranjan
Singh said alternative mar-
kets are available for India’s
seafood exports and the ex-
porters need to explore pos-
sibilities of expansion in EU,
Japan, South Korea, UK, Rus-
sia, Australia, West Asia and
South East Asia for Indian
