Replacing Russian crude oil
with a combination of bar-
rels from the US, Venezuela
and West Asia will increase
the weighted average cost of
crude oil by $1.5-2 per barrel
for Indian refiners, impact-
ing their gross refining mar-
gins (GRMs).

Ratings agency CareEdge
pointed out that the strategic
advantage derived from pro-
curing discounted Russian
crude oil — at one point ac-
counting for nearly 35-40 per
cent of India’s crude oil im-
port portfolio — is expected
tomoderate significantly.

.MARGIN OUTLOOK
“Going forward, a compelled

shift away from Russian
crude toward a blend of
Venezuelan, US and West
Asian grades is likely to in-
crease the weighted average
cost of India’s crude oil
sourcing by $1.5-2 per barrel,
directly compressing the
GRM premium that Indian
refiners have enjoyed in re-
cent years,” CareEdge
anticipated.

Hardik Shah, Director at
CareEdge Ratings, said the
performance of the Indian
downstream oil sector is cur-
rently driven by the dual en-
gines of high GRMs and
healthy marketing margins.

“As we transition into
FY27, the narrative is likely
to shift from high GRMs to
moderate, sustainable ones.
While GRMs are expected to
moderate from their recent

peak levels due to global sup-
ply pressures and realign-
ments in crude oil sourcing,
they are likely to settle at
$6-8 per barrel, which is ac-
cretive to the historical aver-
age,” he explained.

TRADE DYNAMICS

The durability of this trend
will depend on global crude
prices remaining benign,
though they can be suscept-
ible to sudden geopolitical
trade dynamics.

With an expected modera-
tion in GRMs and steady fuel
retail prices, marketing mar-
gin is expected to improve
going forward in the medium
term, Shah projected.

Rupee stabilises as dollar lacks momentum

The rupee remained largely
steady last week and closed
at 90.68 on Tuesday. The do-
mestic currency traded
within a narrow range as op-

posing factors kept it
anchored.
WEEKLY RUPEE

On the negative side,
macro data turned less sup-
portive. India’s trade deficit
widened sharply to $34.68
billion in January, compared
with $23 billion in the same
month last year, pointing to
increased dollar demand.

Wholesale price inflation
(WPI) also hardened to 1.81
per cent in January from 0.83
per cent in the previous
month, adding to concerns

for the local currency. Both
these factors are typically
unfavourable for the rupee.

However, foreign flows
provided a counterbalance.
According to NSDL data, net
FPI inflows stood at $881
million over the past week,
lending support to the local
currency and  limiting
downside.

On the global front, the
dollar remained broadly flat.
US inflation eased to 2.4 per
cent in January, the lowest
since May 2025, strengthen-

ing expectations that the
Federal Reserve may have
room to cut rates. Such ex-
pectations tend to weigh on
the dollar, indirectly offering
support to emerging market
currencies, including the ru-
pee. Overall, despite do-
mestic headwinds, positive
flows and a softer dollar bias
kept the rupee stable.

CHART
Since early last week, the ru-
pee has been moving acrossa
narrow range between 90.45
and 90.80. The broader
range, which has been valid
since the beginning of the
month, is 90.20-90.80. The
prevailing price action shows
no bias in either direction
and so, the likelihood of the
rupee staying flat in the
forthcoming sessions is high.
In case the support at
90.80 is breached, the do-
mestic currency can drop

further to 91.25. But if it ap-
preciates and breaks out of
the barrier at 90.20, the ru-
pee canrise further to 89.80.

If the dollar index also
stays flat, it increases the
probability for the rupee-
dollar exchange rate to stay
stable. The index has been
trading between the support
at 96.60 and the resistance at
97.30.If the barrier at 97.301s
breached, the dollar index
can extend the upswing to
98, which can impact the ru-
pee negatively. But if the dol-
lar index slips below 96.60, it
can drop to 96. Such a de-
cline can help the rupee in
advancing.

OUTLOOK

Overall, with the dollar lack-
ing clear momentum, the ru-
pee may continue to consol-
idate. In the near term, it is
expected to move within the
90.20-90.80 band.

India’s data centre boom raises ‘power’ concerns

With policy tailwinds and
mega investments from hy-
perscalers signalling a rapid
expansion of India’s data
centre capacity, the question
of power requirements for
the energy-hungry industry
has come to the fore. Per in-
dustry estimates, power for
about 30-35 per cent of the
current data centre capacity
comes from renewable
sources, predominantly
through power purchase
agreements (PPAs).

For instance, Sify Infinit
Spaces sources 38 per cent of
its total portfolio through re-
newable PPAs, while Tech-
noDigital, the data centre
arm of TechnoElectric, has
about 85 per cent of its cur-
rent  capacity  sourced
through renewable PPAs.

SUPPLY COMFORT

Abhishek Lahoti, Assistant
Vice-President and Sector
Head, ICRA, said that at the
current rate of annual capa-
cityaddition, energy require-
ments can be met organically
through a combination of
green and grid power. “Data

He added that while tax
provisions and other head-
winds might spur an uptick
in data centre capacity addi-
tion, it might not be enough
to create a power deficit.
However, he noted that over
the longer term, power could
be a bottleneck, especially if
capacity rises exponentially
beyond previous estimates.

CAPTIVE ROUTE

Roopesh Kumar, Head-Data
Centre Projects, Sify Tech-
nologies, said that the com-
pany plans to source incre-
mental power through a
combination of renewable
PPAs and group captive ar-
rangements.

The issue, however, is not
restricted to capacity alone,
but also to the grid strength
needed to deliver power to
the centres. According to
data from real estate services
firm CBRE, over 90 per cent
of data centres are concen-

trated in a few key metros.
This means that data centres
are often competing for
power with cities that have
large populations and high
local demand.

Ankit Saraiya, CEO, Tech-
nodigital, said that there are
locations in India where data
centres already consume 15
per cent of total grid capa-
city, which is bound to reach

30-35 per cent by 2030. “The
challenge is not in sourcing
renewable or thermal power,
but in getting the capacity
delivered to your site. Power
ultimately flows through the
same grid, and the question
is whether the network has
the transmission and distri-
bution strength to serve ad-
ditional demand,” he said.

He added that moving the
data centres to tier-1 and -2
cities that are closer to the
generating station and have
much lower grid load could
be a solution. The challenge
in moving these centres,
Lahoti said, would be the
availability of fibre con-
nectivity and the talent in
these locations.

Q1FY26. This downturn was
driven by narrowing dis-
counts on Russian crude oil,
weaker product cracks and
heightened geopolitical un-
certainties, it added.

“GRMs rebounded signi-
ficantly to $8-10 per barrel in
Q2FY26 and further to $9-13
per barrel in Q3FY26,

thereby outperforming the
Singapore benchmark, sup-
ported by agile inventory
management, a decline in
crude oil prices, healthy
product cracks and wider
discounts on Russian crude
due to US restrictions on
Russian crude oil trade,” it
pointed out.

A defining theme in the
latter half of FY26 is the
gradual unwinding of the
‘Russian pivot’, which signi-
ficantly supported India’s re-
fining margins in FY23 and
FY24.

India’s crude oil procure-
ment profile has shifted —
from elevated dependence
on Russian crude in FY24
(around 36 per cent) to
about 30 per cent in Q3FY26.
This is expected to fall fur-
ther in Q4FY26, it projected.
