MI1xchange sets sights on

Merchant Shipping Act recast in the works

FOR A SMOOTH SAIL. New laws will incorporate international conventions, facilitate ship registration and improve dispute resolution

India is considering a revamp
of its merchant shipping laws,
replacing the existing Mer-
chant Shipping Act of 1958.

The new provisions aim to

incorporate updated interna-
tional maritime conventions
to which the country is a
party.
They also seek to facilitate
the easier registration of
ships under the Indian flag by
NRIs, overseas citizens of In-
dia, and corporate entities, in-
cluding limited liability part-
nerships.

Additionally, the new laws
will allow electronic registra-
tion of vessels and the recog-
nition of e-documents such as
log-books and record books.

SCpermits IOC, ArcelorMittal

doubling business volumes

Riding on an upswing in both large
corporates and MSMEs adoption,
TReDS platform M1xchange, a digital
invoice discounting platform for
MSMEs, is aiming at doubling its busi-
ness volumes to about 90,000 crore
in 2024-25, Sundeep Mohindru, Chief
Executive, Mynd Solutions, has said.

This RBI-licenced platform, which
hasbeen onarollinrecent years, is on
course to close the current fiscal with
business volumes of ¥43,000-45,000
crore, nearly double the business
volume of 23,100 crore recorded in
2022-23, Mohindru told businessline
inaninterview.

Both the number of large corpor-
ates and the number of MSMEs who
have onboarded into M1xchange have
grown in significant manner this
fiscal, he said.

As against 250 large corporates that
were live on TReDS in February last
year, the current count stood at 412.
The number of MSMEs registered
with M1xchange has grown to 31,000
from a level of 18,000 in March last
year.

In fiscal 2020-21, M1xchange had
recorded business volumes of about
%5,700 crore. This had jumped to
12,600 crorein 2021-22.

Currently, MSMEs from 1800 cities
are logging in to M1xchange from so
far away cities and smaller cities.

TRADE CREDIT INSURANCE

Meanwhile, Mohindru said the much-
anticipated ‘trade credit insurance’
offering from insurers will go live this
quarter. The rollout of trade credit in-
surance would ensure that more

MSMEs will be able to generate li-
quidity for themselves versus today,
he noted.

“This will lead to bump up in
MSME financing further because it in-
creases the confidence of the banks. If
today banks are giving credit limits
only to X category of customers, with
insurance as a backup they will be able
to further enhance their credit cover-
age to next level of corporate ( from
BBB-to BB)”, Mohindru said.

Two insurers have already got in-
surance regulator IRDAT’s approval to
launch credit insurance products, he
noted.

BETTER BOTTOMLINE

Mohindru expressed confidence that
the bottomline in 2023-24 will sur-
pass the last fiscal level. Last fiscal was
the first full year of profits for the
TReDs platform.

He also made it clear that
M1lxchange was not looking to raise
capital for now. Asked if the company
intends to go in for an initial public of-
fering in the near term, Mohindru
replied in the negative. “There is no
such plan for the next two years”.

firm to start arbitration to
resolve row over Essar Steel

The Supreme Court on Monday per-
mitted Indian Oil Corporation (IOC)
and ArcelorMittal Nippon Steel India
Limited (AMNSIL) to initiate arbitral
proceedings toresolve their dispute re-
latingto Essar Steel India Ltd (ESIL).

ABenchheaded by Chief Justice DY
Chandrachud, which had reserved the
judgement on the pleas on February S,
took note of the submissions of Soli-
citor General Tushar Mehta, appearing
for the IOC, and senior advocates Har-
ish Salve and Abhishek Singhvi, repres-
enting the AMNSIL, that they wanted
togoforarbitration.

Paving the way for arbitration, the
Bench asked the IOC and the Ar-
celorMittal firm tonominate twoarbit-
rators within a week. The two arbitrat-
ors will then nominate the third for
resolvingthe dispute.

“The parties have agreed to nomin-
ate two arbitrators within a week. The
two arbitrators so appointed will nom-
inate the third arbitrator. In view of the
agreement of the parties, the Delhi
High Court’s judgment dated October
10, 2023 is rendered infructuous,” it
said.

The bench said all contentions, in-
cluding the arbitrability of the dispute,

of the parties will remain open for adju-
dication. In 2009, the IOC and Essar
Steel India Ltd signed a gas supply
agreement. The agreement was, how-
ever, terminated by Essar Steelin 2017.

I0C challenged the termination.
When Essar Steel did not respond toits
notice for recovery of its dues, IOC
calledforarbitrationin July 2017.

Soon thereafter, Essar Steel went
intoinsolvencyand everything was put
onhold.

After the corporate insolvency res-
olution process began and the resolu-
tion professional (RP) took over, IOC
filed a claim of ¥3,762 crore with the
RP. The RP, however, admitted a no-
tional amount of X1 to ensure its parti-
cipationin the insolvency process.

ArcelorMittal won the bid to take
over Essar Steel in 2019. Its resolution
plan included the IOC’s notional claim
of1.

NOTICE TO ARCELORMITTAL
Once this resolution plan was imple-
mented, the IOC issued a notice to Ar-
celorMittal, —demanding various
amounts totalling 8,772 crore that it
said were payable under the terms of
the gas supply agreement for the
period starting 2014 to 2020.

These claims were repudiated by Ar-
celorMittal, prompting the IOC to in-

vokearbitration.

Ambiguous terms such as
“abandoned vessels” have
been defined, and the new
rules call for action against
“unsafe vessels.” “The central
government is empowered to
direct port authorities and
others to take measures re-
garding abandoned vessels,”
the official said. The Mer-
chant Shipping Act of 1958,
with its 24 parts addressing
various aspects of merchant
shipping, will be replaced.

NEW AREAS

The new provisions cover
areas such as marine incid-
ents and emergent response,
providing ship-owners with
confidence in appropriate
statutory measures for vessel
safety. Stringent rules are be-
ing considered for the preven-
tion of pollution, including
prosecution and conviction.

Air pollution from ships oper-
ating at sea is also addressed
with appropriate actions.

The ongoing discussions
focus on reducing compliance
burden, promoting ease of
doing business, embracing di-
gital technology, improving
ownership criteria, and
providing a statutory frame-
work for handling maritime
emergencies, an official in the
know said.

It’s worth noting that pre-
vious attempts to revise the
Merchant Shipping Act in
2016 fell through in May 2019
with the dissolution of the
16th Lok Sabha.

The reworking process
began again in February-
March 2021, and the draft was
reviewed by the Legislative
Department between July
2022 and July 2023, receiving
concurrence.

Unemployment
rate declines to

The country’s unemployment
rate (UR) in urban areas for
persons aged 15 years and
above decreased during Octo-
ber-December 2023 to 6.5 per
cent from 7.2 per cent in the
year-ago period, as per govern-
ment datareleased on Monday.

Considering the importance
of the availability of labour
force data at more frequent
time intervals, the NSSO
launched the Periodic Labour
Force Survey (PLFS) in April
2017.
